So, Gene and his wife Debby Gros started Highway Products in 
the garage underneath their two-story house. It just so happened 
that their first child, Chuck, was born the very same day that they 
started the business: November 22, 1980. (All three of their chil-
dren have grown up around the business. Chuck is now the gen-
eral manager; His sister Elizabeth works in purchasing and their 
younger sister Virginia works as an office assistant.) And Alisha 
Gros, Chuck’s wife, is administering an Internet sales program. 

From the start, Gene earned a reputation for great semi boxes. By 
the middle of the 1980s, the guys driving the big rigs started asking 
for toolboxes for their pickup trucks too. They wanted toolboxes 
made with the same heavy locks, hinges and thick metal as the 
boxes on their semis. Even though the heavy-duty construction 
would cost more than other boxes, the truckers knew it would 
outlast the lighter built boxes of other brands.
